
July: Walking with Christ During the Summer
The month of July continues our journey through Ordinary Time. After the great celebrations of the Easter season,
the liturgy invites us to deepen our faith in the simplicity of everyday life. Summer, when our usual pace slows
down, is often a privileged time to rediscover God's presence in the beauty of creation, in our encounters with
others, and in moments of silence. Several saints accompany us throughout this month on our journey of faith.
On July 11, we celebrate Saint Benedict, Patron Saint of Europe. Through his famous motto, "Ora et Labora"
("Pray and Work"), he reminds us that the search for God can be present in every moment of our lives.
On July 16, the feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel turns our hearts toward the Virgin Mary. As a loving Mother,
she teaches us to listen to the Word of God, to treasure it in our hearts, and to follow her Son with confidence.
On July 22, we celebrate Saint Mary Magdalene, the first witness of the Resurrection. Sent by Christ to proclaim
that He is alive, she invites us to renew our faith and our hope.
Finally, on July 25, we celebrate Saint James the Greater, Apostle and Patron Saint of Pilgrims. This feast has a
special meaning for our parish, as several of our churches welcome pilgrims walking the Camino de Santiago.
Their journey reminds us that every Christian life is a pilgrimage toward God.
We also warmly invite you to join us for the outdoor Mass on the shores of Lake Vassivière on Sunday, July 26, at
6:00 p.m., held on the grounds of Restaurant L'Escale. In this beautiful setting, we will give thanks to the Lord for
the wonders of His creation and for the joy of gathering together as His Church.
May this summer be an opportunity for each of us to find renewal, strengthen our faith, and allow Christ to walk
beside us.
